Wheelchair access has been completed and we hope to have
interest from Stolen Generations members and the general community to restart a community garden.

Due to the restrictions of the Corona Virus (COVID-19), staff had to self-isolate and work from home,
which caused the office to be closed for a few weeks. The office is now open during the normal hours.
The restrictions also prevented us from starting our planned activities. However, we were able to put
together a small pack of essential items and deliver them to some of our senior members. We are still in
the process of doing this. We hope that you have all stayed safe and well. Sadly, during this time, we
have lost some of our members and friends. It has been difficult with the restrictions in arranging,
holding and travelling to funeral services. We send our heartfelt condolences to all of you and your
families during this time.

Unfortunately, non-access to communities has also affected our Link Up programme especially not
being able to deliver outreach services and organise family reunions for our clients.

We were unable to organise an event to commemorate National Sorry Day or Reconciliation Week, but
hope more restrictions have eased in the next few weeks so that we can arrange an event to celebrate
NAIDOC week. During this time, Chairperson Eileen Cummings and Director Bernadette Shields have

continued working with solicitors Slater & Gordon and Stolen Generations survivors on compensation.

We urge you to contact our office if you require any information on this. Stay safe and take care of
yourselves.

Our Case Team has started the year forward planning with new clients, planning reunions, a new
Trainee Caseworker — Peter Kilgour, postponement of reunions due to COVID-19. We have 9
reunions to plan for and 8 new client intakes to allocate to Caseworkers.

We have been unable to do client visits due to COVID-19 but have kept in touch with our clients
via email, phone call and mail outs. We are backing up our systems to make sure that we are all
up-to-date with our current clients and closing client files if no contact has been made or mail
returned, deceased persons, exhausted research no documentation and clients wanting their
files closed.

We are presently awaiting borders to be opened and will be able to resume our reunions and
travel for national meetings, training and workshops. We have staff development training
planned for our Team for 2020, as well as meetings and forums to attend that involves other
services in our area of Social Emotional Wellbeing. Our Team is working towards improving our
service and working better with/for our clients, community, departments, agencies and
organisations.

Confirmation of Aboriginality

The Board will process the COA at a Board meeting
and will only approve confirmation of Aboriginality
for applicants who are Aboriginal and/or Torres
Strait Islander, either born in the Northern Territory,
or descendants or related to Northern Territory
Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander peoples.

Procedure:

The applicant must:

A fully complete Confirmation of Aboriginality
application form in block print.

A provide all required documentation

A provide a colour photo ID

A pay the required fee:

Individual 18+ $10.00
Child aged1to 17 S 5.00
Family $20.00
Re-issue S 5.00

Payment may be made over the counter or into
NTSGAC’s bank account

Membership with NTSGAC

To become a member of NT Stolen
Generations Aboriginal Corporation, a
Membership Application form, supported
by two NTSGAC Directors must be
submitted to the Board for approval.

Memberships of other Stolen Generations
groups, for example Garden Point, Croker
Island, etc. were not automatically
transferred to NT Stolen Generations
Aboriginal Corporation, although many
have become NTSGAC members.

Membership benefits include newsletters,
invitation to events.

Non membership does not exclude NT
Stolen Generations peoples from being
included in NTSGAC’s pursuit of
compensation.

Funeral Booklets
Upon request, and dependent on
operational priorities, support may be
provided to print funeral booklets for
members and their family.
